
SHOWING   YOUR   PAINTED   DESERT   SHEEP
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As you can see by the above photo, Painted Deserts can hold their own against wool breeds.  That’s Dixie Carter of Indiana with one of their young rams, Desierto Pintura Harlequin Romance, winning the Supreme Grand Champion Open Ram award.
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Left photo shows Austin Landes of Florida winning  Best Lamb with his Painted Desert ewe lamb, Woopie.  On the right is Cora Carter of Indiana showing her Painted Desert ram lamb to a first place win.

The Painted Desert Sheep, as are most hair sheep breeds, has a leaner carcass than the wooly breeds and a much less muttony flavor.  The meat is often compared to cabrito (chevron/goat) in flavor.  Even though they aren’t of the mutton type of sheep most often shown, the Painted Desert has been welcomed into the show ring.  The PDSS has sent the breed standard and this flyer to fairs and judges to acquaint them with the breed.  Ask your county fair board about accepting the breed into their Open Classes.
